The extended abstract must be submitted through the congress webpage (www.befib2012.civil.uminho.pt) in both ZIP (zipped MS Word – version 2003 or higher) and PDF formats.

The extended abstract is limited to a maximum of 2 pages, including text, tables and figures. The A4 (297 mm x 210 mm) page size must be used. All page margins are set to 25 mm.
Text formatting must be done in accordance to the instructions of the full paper, without title numeration (for both main and secondary titles). The extended abstract should contain neither references nor acknowledgements.

The extended abstract should be divided in 3 chapters/sections (suggested titles): Objectives/Motivation/Description, Relevant Results/ Case study and Conclusions. 
In the Objectives/Motivation/Description chapter/section, the main objectives of the conducted work as well as the underlying motivation should be presented. Alternatively, if the contribution refers to a case study, it should be generically described. Furthermore, this chapter should contain the information required for the contextualized interpretation of the results or that of the case study. Detailed descriptions of processes, experimental setup or construction procedures should be presented in the full paper.
RELEVANT RESULTS / CASE STUDY

The most relevant results of the conducted work and corresponding discussion are to be included in this chapter/section.
CONCLUSIONS

The main conclusions of the conducted work ought to be presented in this chapter/section.
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
